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INTERVIEWING FOREIGN VISITORS

VIETNAM™S RENOVATION POLICY HAS BEEN ATTRACTING THE ATTENTION
OF SCANDINAVIAN RESEARCHERS

Stein T¢nnesson is one of the few Nordic scholars researching

on Vietnam. Recently, he has published a book " The Vietnamese

August Revolution in 1945
general and on the August Revolution in particular. During his
working visit to Vietnam, we had the following interview with the

Norwegian scholar.

- Q: Why have you undertaken research on Vietnam ?

-A:The Vietnam war took place when Iwas quite young. The Viet-
-nam war drew my attention, but it was a general concern, not a
specific one. I worked actively in the leftist movement in Norway.

I greeted with great Jjoy the unification of Vietnam in 1975. But
thereafter, Vietnam was Jless mentioned in Norway as well as in other
Nordic countries. So I set for my-self the task of studying the
sources of the Vietnam was and the history of the Revolution carried
out by the Vietnamese people. As I do not know the Vietnamese
language, I had a number of difficulties in the initial period. In
the process of research on the Vietnam war, my sympathy for the
Vietnamese people, and particularly President HO CHI MINH - one of
the most respected politicians in this century - been growing
gradually. That sympathy has been further consolidated with my first
visit to Vietnam in 1989.

- 0. Why did you choose the August Revolution as the main
subject of your study ?

- A. A number of historians choose small subjecitto study. I
want to study the most important subjects and I consider the August
Revolution as one of the most important event: in the 20th century.
That is the Revolution which led to the unification of Vietnam in
1975. This revolution is not only important for Vietnam but also
has a great historical significance. It was one of the few
Revolutions carried out by the communists in the 20th century and
which marked the starting point for the decolonization movement in
the colonial countries. From Vietnam$ perspective, this Revolution

was carried out by all independance-loving Vietnamese. If Vietnam



has now become a peaceful, free and prosperous country, the credits
go to the lessons of the August Revolution.

-Q: Can you describe briefly reseach work carried out by you
and cther scholars in the Scandinavian countides ?

-A: During the Vietnam war, Vietnam received great attention
in Scandinavian countries. In the following years, there was less
attention. But at present time, attention has increased again in
connection with the renovation policy taking place in Vietnam. This
has many aspects. The Vietnamese in the Nordic countries ( about
8000 Vietnamese in Norway, 4000 and 5000 in Sweden and Denmark
respectively and some in Finland ) are focussing attention on their
homeland in the " Doi moi " period.Researchers on South-East Asia
are interested in a future prosperous Vietnam while businessmen are
interested in investment opportunities. I =mgmdigd started studying
Vietnam since 1980. My first book about the Indochina war was
published in France in 1987. Thereafter I did my doctoral thesis on
the August Revolution which was completed and published last year.
Thus I have researched on Vietnam for more than ten years.
